Students will demonstrate strong and 
continually growing breath of knowledge of the 
world (Social Studies) as well as strong skills at 
gathering information about the world as 
compared to others across the nation.

To improve overall student achievement, The 
Kindezi School will focus on narrowing the 
achievement gap for students identified as 
African American as compared with students 
identified as White, Non-Hispanic by 10% in all 
content areas.
